2 If all aquatic resources (i.e., wetlands and non-wetland waters) that are mapped following USACE methodology will all be avoided,
USACE verification is not required. However, if there is an aquatic resource the delineator believes to not be subject to federal
jurisdiction and the project proponent does not wish to avoid the resource, the delineation would need to be submitted to USACE
with a request for an approved Jurisdictional Determination for USACE to disclaim the feature.

* Non-ground-disturbing, manual treatments are those that would not cause soil disturbance.
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
