submitters understand CAL FIRE's expectations for annual Northern Spotted Owl survey
data submissions.

Administrative Civil Penalty Complaints and Proposed Orders (CPOs) certified mailings
are consistently being returned to us unopened/not accepted by respondents who are
evading CAL FIRE's service attempts. The Program is drafting a scope of work for a
contract request to engage with a personal service contractor to remedy this problem.

Resource Protection and Improvement Program
Urban and Community Forestry

o Staff participated in the California Natural Resources Agency Environmental Justice
Roundtable, meeting on August 4-5, 2022.

o Staff are meeting with the Equity Working Group of the State Hazard Mitigation Plan
being drafted by the California Office of Emergency Services.

o Staff are contributing to a joint agency workshop for September 9, 2022, on the subject
of Designing and Constructing Sustainable School Facilities and Outdoor Spaces, in
conjunction with the Department of General Services, Division of the State Architect,
Office of School Construction, and Department of Education.

o Staff are starting to revise grant guidelines for advertisement in the fall. Some portions
of the guidelines will not be able to be completed until remaining state budget
negotiations are complete.




Demonstration State Forests

Stewardship Lands Acquisition

Final acquisition of the Lake Spaulding property, 1,088 acres in Placer County, has
been submitted to the Public Works Board for consideration at their September 9, 2022,
meeting.

Jackson

The forest continues to struggle filling vacancies which currently include the Forest
Manager (Forester ), Research & Demonstration Program Manager, Forester | in the
Research & Demonstration program, and Forester | in Recreation and Roads.

The Jackson Advisory Group will hold their next meeting in the vicinity of Camp 1 on
August 19, 2022.

A cooperative improvement project of the Manly Gulch Trail on JDSF and Mendocino
Woodlands State Park is nearing completion with instillation of the final bridges being
done by forest staff assisted by volunteers from the Mendocino Coast Cyclists.

CAL FIRE has authorized removal of previously felled and yarded logs on the
Chamberlain TW timber sale.

A comprehensive article on the Jackson recreation program was published in the Fort
Bragg Advocate on July 28, 2022 (Jackson Demonstration Forest a great recreation choice —
Fort Bragg Advocate-News).

Mountain Home

Salvage logging continues under the Tub Flat Emergency Notice accepted on
July 22, 2022.

On July 22, 2022, Forest Manager Jim Kral led an inspection tour of four Emergency
Notice areas for Regional Water Quality Control Board, California Geological Survey
and CAL FIRE staff mainly focused on watercourse crossings.

Camping activity at both Mountain Home and Balch Park continues to be slow. No
campgrounds were full over the 4th of July weekend.

Three researchers from the University of Montana visited the Tub Flat Emergency
notice area where felling operations were ongoing. They measured 25 felled trees for a
utilization study. Mountain home was one of many study areas in the western states.

Native Content Productions shot a Toyota Four-Runner commercial on August 2, 2022.
The commercial celebrates the 40-year anniversary of the vehicle.
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Soquel

Forest staff provided an all-day field trip for the Cal Poly 474 forestry class on
July 7, 2022. Students learned about State Forest operations and CAL FIRE careers.

Forest staff provided a tour on July 27, 2022, for a group of high school student interns
from the Watsonville Wetlands Watch Climate Corps Leadership Institute to learn about
SDSF and CAL FIRE.

Forest Manager Angela Bernheisel provided a field tour and interview for reporters from
the BBC to view crews working on fuel reduction as part of a story about biomass
utilization technology being developed in the Bay Area.

Several emails have been received from mountain biking visitors to complain about the
amount of illegal e-bike use at the forest and requesting more enforcement of the
prohibition.

Forest Entomology and Pathology

The program received $100,000 in the Bipartisan Infrastructure Bill (BIL). The funding
will go for invasive forest and urban forest issues around California.

Mediterranean Oak Borer was positively identified in a dying valley oak just outside of
Windsor in Sonoma County. The location is the furthest north that the pest complex
has been found. Other sites further north are still being surveyed for potential
infestations.

Emerald Ash Borer has been found infesting an area outside of Portland, Oregon. This
is the first known site along the West Coast. California is putting together a rapid
response team to deal with the pest if and when it arrives here.

Forest Biometrics

Forest Biometrics staff met with Jackson Demonstration State Forest staff, including a
field tour. This facilitated the development a work plan for current and future inventory
and modeling needs for the forest.

The redesign of the Continuous Forest Inventory at Mountain Home Demonstration
State Forest (MHDSF) has been initiated — primarily aimed at training of the MHDSF
permanent and seasonal staff on the new plot layout and data collection methodology.

Prescribed Fire

There are three TREX events for teaching prescribed fire in the Klamath area this year,
in the fall. More information is available at Klamath TREX website: TREX Klamath

Environmental Protection

e CEQA classes for CAL FIRE Unit staff are scheduled for the fall. An announcement
about the locations and times will be coming soon.

Wildfire Resilience Block Grants Program

o Three projects were selected for funding from the recent Wildfire Resilience Block
Grants solicitation, totaling $10 million for technical and financial assistance to private
forestland owners.

Reforestation Services

e The Lewis A. Moran Reforestation Center (LAMRC) has reached its seedling sowing
order capacity for 2023 seedlings already. It is mainly comprised of CAL FIRE grant
funded reforestation projects, signifying a huge uptick of interest but a general inability
to support further private landowner requests. Staff has prepared and is disseminating
a listing of outside nurseries who can grow forest seedlings.

e The American Forests $1 Million grant to fund a Reforestation Cooperative has had its
start-up meeting in which their new Reforestation Cooperative Manager and Cone
Corps Program Manager were introduced. Both are funded by CAL FIRE grants to
assist in greater collaboration and procurement of cones and seeds across ownerships
statewide.




California Forest Improvement Program (CFIP)

Contract processing has picked up pace significantly from 3 projects for the December
cut-off, 7 for the February cut-off, 18 for the April cut-off, and now approximately 30
projects for June cut-off.

Forest Legacy Program (FLP)

Several program staff spent a week in Humboldt and Mendocino County to review new
projects as well as perform monitoring for conservation easements CAL FIRE already
holds.

Three projects were received for the federal Forest Legacy Program cut-off. The
federal peer review of the three California projects occurred the week of August 1, 2022.
The program awaits results.

Climate & Energy Program

Climate Change

Program coordinated a department response to the 5" Climate Change Assessment
survey on gaps in climate science.

CCIRTS reporting to CARB on GGRF spending during December 2021-June 2022, on
Forest Health and Fuels Crews programming was submitted and accepted last month.

Staff drafted a Success Story Map about the positive fire effects that Forest Health
funded Eshom Ecological Restoration Project.

Climate Change Supervisor Mike Sintetos will begin working for the program on
August 22, 2022.

Wildfire & Forest Resilience Task Force

Governor's Monthly: The Task Force’s August update to the Governor.

July Task Force Meeting: the July 21, 2022 Task Force meeting in Sacramento included
updates on several key deliverables in the Wildfire and Forest Resilience Action Plan;

Development of an Interagency Tracking System of acres treated by federal, state, local
agencies;

A demonstration of CAL FIRE's new Fuels Reduction Viewer;

A summary of the USFS Region 5 Post-Fire Recovery Plan; and
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A presentation on an interagency process to improve and enhance CalTREES,
CAL FIRE's online timber harvest permitting system, and enhance CalVTP
implementation.

Task Force Recruits State Coordinator and Communications Coordinator: CNRA is now
recruiting for the two new positions to support the Task Force. CAL FIRE will also soon
post two new positions. For updates, and to apply, visit the Task Force LinkedIn page.

Forest Health Program

Several Forest Health staff supporting emergency incidents including the Electra, Oak,
and McKinney fire.

Office of Program Accountability (OPA) will be conducting an audit on CAL FIRE
grantee, Lassen Fire Safe Council. OPA held an entrance conference with the grantee
on July 29, 2022.

Over half of the FY 21-22 Forest Health awards grant agreements have been executed.
Majority of grant agreements should be executed in the next couple weeks.

Forest Health Program continues to plan for a Fall 2022 grant solicitation, including
temporary plans if additional forest recovery/reforestation and/or tribal specific funding
becomes available.

Forest Health Program has begun their required monitoring on expired/closed out
Forest Health grants. The first week of data collecting field work started
August 1, 2022.

Wood Products and Bioenergy

Met with Forestry and Fire Recruitment staff and UC Berkeley staff on July 8, 2022, to
tour and discuss potential training locations on UC property.

Distributed business and workforce development grant agreements to successful Q1
applicants.

Reviewed and scored Q2 business and workforce development grant applications and
scheduled a review committee meeting to select top applications.

Reached out to Ampine LLC, whose particle mill in Martell burned on July 25, 2022.
Foresters had been consulting with Ampine in 2022 regarding expansion opportunities.

Assisted the Department of Conservation in drafting their new forest biofuels grant
solicitation.
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o Hosted a quarterly meeting of CA agencies that support businesses in forest biomass
and wood utilization.

o Presented our Workforce Development program to the Colorado Timber Industry
Association on July 27, 2022.

Fire and Resource Assessment Program (FRAP)

Fire Hazard Severity Zone Update — CAL FIRE Unit level review statewide has begun and
will be completed by the end of August. A data viewer has been developed to support Unit
review.

Forest Health Research Grant program is finalizing grant guidelines in anticipation of a fall
solicitation.

Fire Protection

Fire Protection Program

Law Enforcement/Civil Cost Recovery

During the month of June 2022, CAL FIRE Law Enforcement officers made 34 arrests and
issued 41 citations (non-4291).

o Through the first six months of 2022, CAL FIRE officers have made 94 arson arrests.

CAL FIRE Civil Cost Recovery has received $545,425.00 in recovered fire suppression
costs in the month of June.

o During FY 21-22, CAL FIRE has recovered $32,150,198.38 in fire suppression costs.

Between April 29, 2022, and June 14, 2022, CAL FIRE Tulare Unit experienced several
arson caused fires in the Porterville, Strathmore and Springville areas. The fires were
ignited in areas where cattle operations occur in the SRA. The fires were investigated by
CAL FIRE Law Enforcement Officers and determined to be arson caused. On

June 12, 2022, a CAL FIRE Law Enforcement operation was mobilized and a suspect was
identified. CAL FIRE Officers discovered the suspect was also igniting grass and haystack
fires in Tulare County Fire Department (TCFD) jurisdiction. CAL FIRE Officers notified
TCFD of the fires and utilized the assistance of their fire investigators.




e« On June 14, 2022, CAL FIRE Law Enforcement officers arrested the suspect at their
residence in Porterville. The suspect was arrested for eleven (11) counts of arson to forest
land PC 451(c), and two (2) counts of arson to property PC 451(d). A bail enhancement
was approved by a Judge in the amount of $1,000,000.

e On June 30, 2022, CAL FIRE Law Enforcement officers arrested a suspect in Siskiyou County.
This was the culmination of a CAL FIRE Law Enforcement operation; a team of officers arrested an
adult male for a series of vegetation fires. The suspect was charged with six counts of arson to
wildland (PC 451) and arson during a state of emergency (PC 454).

Fire Protection Operations
Intel Program

o Asof July 1, 2022, the Fire Integrated Real-Time Intelligence System (FIRIS) BCP was
approved in the Governor's budget and the two FIRIS platforms have been flying wildland
fire incidents throughout the State and providing near to real-time acreage and perimeter
updates.

e The ALERTWildfire Camera project has changed names and it now called the
ALERTCalifornia site. There are currently 172 CAL FIRE sponsored cameras in the
network.

e Asof July 1, 2022, the web hub has been published and is now available on the internet
https://fireforecast.caloes.ca.gov. The physical location for the WFTIIC has been identified
and will be in the CAL FIRE Intel office OES building E. This location will be temporary
until the SOC remodel is completed.

Aviation Management Unit (AMU)/Tactical Air Operations (TAO)

e CAL FIRE aviation programs supported the Department in the first “official” incident related
night flying water drops on the Electra Fire on July 6, 2022. The helicopter conducted 17
water drops averaging 700 gallons per event for a total of 12,000 gallons delivered, and we
are currently assisting with night operations in support of the Oak Fire in Mariposa County

e Night Vision Goggle training was completed for the Hemet Ryan Helitack Base (Riverside
Unit).

These night-flying milestones involved many programs, Departments, as well as political
and Agency support, to bring to the operation to fruition. We would like to thank all of those
who had a part in making this possible and supporting the program.

e The C-130 Retardant Delivery System (RDS) Executive Steering Committee (ESC)
meeting took place virtually on June 28, 2022. Key topics of discussion were the
introduction of new Executive Steering Committee members, the Request for Economic
Adjustment (REA) by Coulson to the United States Air Force, and potential impacts to
aircraft delivery based on the current Integrated Master Schedule (IMS).




e The aviation program also participated in an on-site Joint Powers Working Group (JPWG)
at a Coulson facility in Port Alberni, B.C. Canada on July 25, 2022, to help expedite the
project. We would like to thank Dr. JP Peloquin (Dr. P) from the USAF for proposing the
possibility of CAL FIRE participating in the modification process, therefore, potentially
moving the proposed location from Lockheed Martin in Greenville, SC to CAL FIRE
facilities at our Aviation Management Unit in Sacramento. The second Test Plan Working
Group (TPWG) is set for August 8-11, 2022, at Warner Robins, GA., where we hope to
continue discussions on this potential option. The first C-130H RDS completion is
estimated for the 1st QTR of 2024.

e Asof August 1, 2022, all 18 contracted Exclusive Use helicopters for 2022, with the
majority of them being the larger Type I's, will be in place strategically located throughout
the state.

Mobile Equipment Program

¢ Vehicles orders continue to come in sporadically, with all major manufacturers projecting
the same fleet vehicle delivery schedule of 1-2 years out from the time of order.

¢ Inresponse to ongoing thefts at the Davis Mobile Equipment facility, the security fence
contract has been awarded and is projected for 6-8 weeks for installation.

o Research on increased rollover protection for our engines is ongoing.
Hired Equipment

¢ The CAL FIRE Hired Equipment Program participated in a meeting with the California
Highway Patrol (CHP) to assist CHP in the development of non-fire incident logistical
support processes for their agency/personnel. CHP is hoping to incorporate some of the
best practices developed by CAL FIRE/the Fire Service into the non-fire incident logistics
needs for their agency.

Cooperative Fire Program
Conservation Camp Program

e The current statewide strength of Type | Hand Crews is 51 California Department of
Corrections and Rehabilitation (CDCR) crews staffed out of a total of 152 funded, and 24
California Conservation Corps (CCC) Crews staffed out of 29 total allocated. There are an
additional 18 Crews that are staffed but unavailable for statewide response: 12 CDCR
Crew with a crew strength of less than 12, and 6 CCC Crews that are lacking
Corpsmembers and are not Type |I. That leaves CAL FIRE with a total of 75 Type | Hand
Crews available for statewide response out of 182 CDCR and CCC funded crews.

e There is currently one Conservation Camp (2 crews) on 14-day quarantine due to COVID.
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The current CDCR inmate crew strength is 810 inmates out of the allocated 2584, leaving

the Conservation Camp Program with a shortage of 1774 inmates. The total CDCR Camp

population is at 48% with a crew capacity of 31%.

Fire Crew Program

13 out of 13 California National Guard Crews are Type | and available for statewide
response.

24 of 25 CAL FIRE Hand Crews funded through the 2021 and 2022 Governor’'s Budget
Acts are Type | and available for statewide response.

o 1 of the 25 is staffed and in the training process.

2 of the 7 augmentation CAL FIRE Hand Crews funded through the Fall Augmentation BCP
are Type | and available for statewide response.

o 5 ofthe 7 CAL FIRE Hand Crews are staffed and in the training process.

Local Government Program

The Cooperative Fire Local Government Program continues to improve and provide
transparency for our local government cooperators. This is being done utilizing additional
question and answer summaries for the areas of Amador agreements and agreement
qualification criteria, along with detailed PowerPoints highlighting priority topics.

State/Federal Programs

Bryan Giambrone has filled the Deputy Chief of State and Federal Programs position
effective July 4, 2022. Chief Giambrone promoted from the Santa Clara Unit.

CAL FIRE is managing the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act (IlJA), a new federal
grant for workshops, equipment, and purchases.

There have been two FMAGs this season, the Coastal Incident in Orange County and the
Oak Incidents in Madera County. Both have received FEMA approval. The Fact Sheet was
received and distributed to all agencies for the Coastal incident in Orange County.

State and Federal Programs is continuing to meet with Portugal regarding the MOU
between CAL FIRE and Portugal. This will be a cooperative agreement to share
technology, science, policy, procedure, and education.

CAL FIRE is reviewing the “Catch A Special Thrill (C.A.S.T.)" MOU with the Department of

Water Resources (DWR). The MOU will provide disabled and disadvantaged children the
ability to fish and experience wildlife and water safety.

o Made changes to Fire Protection Training Standards (4064) — submission for approval
is pending.

o Review of the Company Officer Academy (COA) course plan/curriculum — no changes
are recommended.

o Recommend that the Ad Hoc group remain intact through January 2024 to assist the
Training Center and Department with implementation of new Firefighter | and Firefighter
Il training standards

o Development of a memo to provide to the Units and Region to provide a path/options to
meet the new Firefighter | training standards and to prepare employees to attend the
Firefighter Academy at the Training Centers.

Southern Region Training in conjunction with Northern Region Training and the Training
Working Group is meeting in Riverside the week of August 1, 2022, to develop Power
Points in support of the Units CAL FIRE Firefighter | training — Structural, HazMat,
Wildland, and Fire Protection Orientation.
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On July 14, 2022, SubJAC met via Microsoft Teams:

o Approved the proposed 11-Week Heavy Fire Equipment Operator Academy Course
Plan, Course Calendar, and Heavy Fire Equipment Operator Employee Development
Guide (4021). Next will be review and approval by the Statewide Training Committee on
August 18, 2022.

o Review and approved six (6) Open List Fire Captain Training Plans

A SubJAC Ad Hoc Working Group has been formed to update the Joint Apprentice
Committee (JAC) progress notebooks for all three classifications — Firefighter I, Fire
Apparatus Engineer, and Heavy Fire Equipment Operator (HFEO).

o HFEO is the first progress notebook to be evaluated.
o HFEO group consists of Northern and Southern Region JAC Coordinators, the HFEO
Academy Class Coordinator, and cadre members/subject matter experts.

Office of the State Fire Marshal

Community Wildfire Preparedness and Mitigation Division

Staff traveled to the Insurance Institute for Business & Home Safety (IBHS) to participate in
one of the experiments that is part of the Structure Separation Experiment (SSE) being
funded by CAL FIRE. The SSE is being conducted in three phases and looks at the
complex relationship of structure-to-structure fire spread. The experiment we witnessed at
IBHS's facility went very well.

Headwaters Economics in collaboration with IBHS released a new report called
Construction Costs for a Wildfire-Resistant Home: California Edition. This is a follow up
report to the Building a Wildfire-Resistant Home: Codes and Costs report released in 2018.
The California Edition report compares the cost of constructing a home to three different
levels of wildfire resistance in California.

The State Fire Marshal's Wildfire Mitigation Advisory Committee continues to meet monthly
and provides a forum for addressing wildfire preparedness and mitigation issues of
statewide concern. During the last meeting on July 19, 2022, the committee received a
presentation from CalOES and CAL FIRE on the California Wildfire Mitigation Program and
from the Department of Conservation on the Regional Forest and Fire Capacity Program.
The next meeting will be held on Tuesday August 16, 2022, from 1:00 PM to 3:00 PM.

Purpose

This report provides fuels reduction accomplishments for CAL FIRE implemented and CAL FIRE grant-funded activities. Mandatory fuels reduction
targets are established annually by CAL FIRE Director for acres of broadcast prescribed burning and acres of fuels treatment, including chipping,
thinning, pile burning, fuel breaks etc. This is an expanded version of the old CAL FIRE Fuels Reduction Activity Report (aka FRAR), and includes
projects from the Forest Health Program and Wildfire Prevention Grants program. Information is presented in both a summary table as well as by
project. The project list and treated acres are only reported for relevant activities carried out in the period requested and entered as of the report run
date. This report is produced monthly and provided to the California Natural Resources Agency and the Governor's Office.

This Version of the Report

This version of the report pulls from the same semi-static extract of the CaIMAPPER data which is used for the online CAL FIRE Fuel Reduction
Projects dashboard. It reflects the state of the data as of the 'Data Current as of" date indicated in the subtitle of this report, which is when the

o Fuel Break - An area of modified vegetation that provides a safe location from which to fight fire, and which reduces fire spread,
duration and intensity. Fuel breaks sometimes contain flammable vegetation.

e Right of Way Clearance - Also known as Roadway Clearance. Work conducted on a fire road or other roads to keep them in a usable
condition.
