Report of Chair Marc Horney and RMAC Staff
a) Approve May 2020 Minutes

A quorum was not present so the approval of the May 2020 meeting minutes has been moved to the September RMAC meeting.

2020 Virtual Workshop Planning
Ms. Hannigan shared that Stacey Frederick with the CA Fire Science Consortium has agreed to work with RMAC on planning and executing the 2020 workshop. The workshop will likely be completely virtual. Additionally, Stacey identified the first two or three weeks in November to host two or three hour workshops on separate themes that center around one key topic. Chair Horney suggested that the workshops be hosted on Thursdays. Stacey also mentioned that making the workshops available via video after the live workshop will be important for sharing this information. Chair Horney discussed potentially using part of RMAC’s budget to facilitate the development of a transcript for posting the videos. Stacey indicated that depending on the software program that is used, the generated transcripts may be possible as well. This will require getting dates, topics, and speakers outlined soon so that dates can be solidified and noticed to the public. Chair Horney suggested having the first session address fire and fuels management from the fire professional’s perspective, the second session be about management by grazing animals from the grazing community, and the third session be about local organization and how to set up a grazing program for fuel reduction. Member Ross stated that he would like to see some coverage of grazers who are not necessarily linked to the service grazing industry. Stacey suggested that this means that we may need to target a different audience that is not necessarily “pro-grazing.”

Member Lance suggested that the target audience from the first workshop would be a good target audience for this workshop as well. Chair Horney suggested that bringing together different groups of people with different perspectives on fire management and grazing to facilitate a full discussion would be the best route to take in terms of outreach. Ms. Hannigan suggested more involvement from the individuals who sit at the nexus of policy and implementation. Chair Horney also suggested that involvement from fire professionals both in attendance and in presentations should be an important component of the upcoming workshop. Member Delbar suggested including the RPF community in outreach efforts and a member of the public suggested including native plant professionals. Stacey suggested targeting different days toward different audiences. Chair Horney suggested that it may also be helpful to have some presenters from organizations that are implementing grazing speak on their experiences. Stacey suggests that we have registration available at least two months out from the event.

Staff and the Chair will solicit RMAC input and come back with a full proposal at the September meeting, but will work to establish workshop dates and send out registration by August 1st to maximize attendance.
